It was very difficult for me to listen to Ann in the area of the household to-do list. This is
the list that contains all the things we need to get done in the house.

Because | am person who likes to be correct, as well as the one with the best idea, | have
a difficult time taking ownership of things that | did not come up with.

When Ann goes over her list with me, it is very difficult for me to listen because |
constantly think about how | would have created and prioritized the list. | think about how |
would have done a better job. | felt angry and resentful about the fact that | was being told
what to do. In essence, that | cannot come up with the correct list of things to do, that |
have to be told what that is. The feeling is similar to how you might feel with a sack on
your back that is being loaded with rocks. Rocks that | didn’t get to dig up. Each of these
rocks would be loaded up into my slingshot, ready to fire back at Ann as | formed my
answers to fight off the items she listed. As my responses get defended by her, the battle
would escalate to the point where | would have heard all that she had to say before, and
I’d just tune out.

When | heard the Parable of the Sower during our Weekend, that was the first point |
actually listened to it with an open heart, able to actually apply it to my own life. |
imagined those rocks | was slinging as the rocks in my heart, unable to nourish any of the
seeds Ann was trying to sow. My anger quickly turned to sorrow and shame as | realized
my closed heart had conditioned me to not be a good listener in many areas, not just the
list. | had to make a decision to listen with my heart... to put Ann’s needs above my own.
To be open to whatever she was saying at all times. It's a constant struggle to not fall
back into old patterns. Knowing now what | didn’t know then, | can quickly become aware
of the barriers | am reforming.

As a result of the decision to listen, | can better understand how Ann feels. | can get
beyond the words of the list, and get the full meaning of what she is saying. Our
relationship was strengthened and our intimacy deepened. As | meet her needs for a
good listener, we grow closer as a couple, and we can put our rocks down.
